FUND-RAISING: Changing Faces Channel Islands
What will Changing Faces Channel Islands do?

We are an entirely voluntary group that aims to support and represent people with disfigurements to their face or body of any sort and their families throughout the Channel Islands. We will work closely with the specialists of the UK charity Changing Faces, based in London and run by Guernseyman, James Partridge.

Our plan is to be organised and raise sufficient funds to be able to play three roles:

1. Signposting and funding: to make the psychological and social support services of Changing Faces known to individuals and their families via GPs and other help lines – posters and leaflets about the charity’s services will be distributed to coincide with the launch with a local number and e-mail for people to contact. The UK charity’s self-help guides will be available to be given to local people and parents. We intend to have funds available to help local people and families to travel to Changing Faces in London for specialist help if they need it.

2. Raising awareness amongst health professionals and teachers: to inform local health professionals and teachers about the psycho-social aspects of disfiguring conditions and what they can do. Professionals in local GP practices/clinics and schools will be mailed with information. Funds will be raised to enable an annual Seminar to be held featuring invited speakers from the UK including Changing Faces’ UK specialists.

3. Promoting public awareness: to encourage local schools/colleges and employers to understand how to include, welcome and serve people who look ‘different’ as pupils, students, employees and customers, and to persuade the Islands’ governments to recognise the needs of people with disfigurements.

Funding to date

Efforts to establish Changing Faces Channel Islands started in the Spring of 2005 with fund-raising by three local people in the London Marathon. Since then, about £3,400 has been raised and we are delighted to thank:
